Prime Minister Keir Starmer announced his resignation on June 22, 
2026, after two years in office

Although he led Labour to a landslide victory in July 2024, his popularity 
plummeted due to repeated missteps and "judgment errors". Specific 
failures included struggling to deliver economic growth, failing to repair 
public services, and the controversial appointment of Peter Mandelson as 
the U.K. ambassador to the United States

Starmer acknowledged that the party no longer believed he was the best 
person to lead them into the next general election. Planned for 2029. 

Who is Andy Burnham?

Andy Burnham, who served as the Mayor of Greater Manchester 
since 2017, won a special election for the seat of Makerfield on June 18, 
2026. Burnham’s return to the House of Commons was a calculated move 
with the express aim of challenging Starmer for the party 
leadership. Following Starmer's resignation, Burnham 
immediately became the favourite to succeed him.
